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Funding Opportunities for Lecturers

Lectures have a few opportunities for research and conference funding. These include the following:

· Professional Development

· Instructional Development Grants

· Writing Program Supplementary Conference Travel Funds

(Professional Development Grants for Non-Senate Faculty
This is a fund the union secured for us in its negotiations with Office of the President. It is our central funding pool for assistance in payment for travel and other expenses related to attending professional conferences. Lecturers review the proposals and make awards on a yearly basis through the office of the Vice Chancellor of Academic Affairs. A new call for proposals should be available in Spring 2007. 

(Instructional Consultation (Development) Grants
UCSB’s Office of Instructional Consultation is a great source! At any time in the year, make an appointment with one of the consultants who can help in instructional design, delivery, and evaluation. As part of its mission, this organization offers grants of different emphases: small mini-grants that can be submitted at any time and larger instructional improvement grants that have an annual application deadline. 
Writing Program lecturers have been very successful with these grant opportunities. You can also search the database for lists of previous funded projects—you’ll see several awards granted to your Writing Program colleagues.
(The Writing Program Supplementary Conference Travel Funds
Currently the Writing Program offers two small internal funds that some lecturers can apply for; these funds may be used to supplement any other funding received. The funds are awarded annually, near the end of Spring Quarter. 
The grants are from funds established to honor two of our dedicated lecturers, Maureen Driscoll and Larry Behrens, who are now emeritus. Each helped build this writing program into a nationally-recognized, innovative organization. The grants are meant to encourage attendance at national conferences (exceptions may be made for regional conferences if an argument can be made for their importance to the professional development of the applicant). Only one award from each fund will be given each year. Applications will be ranked by the Research/Travel Committee and are subject to approval by the Director of the Writing Program.

The Maureen Driscoll Fund (up to $250.00)
Lecturers in the Writing Program who are presenting a paper at a professional conference or attending a conference about strategies for helping under prepared first-year writing students (ACE but also Writing 1) may apply. 
The Larry Behrens Fund (up to $500.00)
Lecturers who have never attended a professional conference of any kind may apply for funding. This fund, generated by the royalties from Larry’s famous textbook (Writing and Reading Across the Curriculum), is intended to put lecturers in touch with their professional colleagues at a national level. Applicants need not be presenting a paper, but those involved in the conference in some way will receive preference.

Instructions for application:
To apply for either fund, write a one page memorandum (you may provide attachments) to the Research/Travel committee and give it to the Writing Program business officer, Kathy Jenquin. This memorandum should specify 

the conference (along with supporting documentation)


the nature of the participation (along with an abstract of any paper proposed or 


presented)

the benefit to the applicant and to the Writing Program


the amount requested, along with a travel budget 

The funds are meant for conferences attended in each fiscal year (from July 1 to June 30). Applications may be turned in to Kathy Jenquin at any time during the year, but funds will be distributed at the end of each spring quarter.

Deadline for 2007 submission: Monday May 14th
