Annual Competition Information

Each year the Writing Program organizes a writing competition for the best professional collaborative student writing. The competition period begins in Spring quarter and ends in Winter quarter the following year. The professional writing awards are supported through the generosity of the Schwartz Family.
The winners are awarded in three categories:

1. Collaborative Business Projects
· Three winning teams and three honorable mentions

2. Collaborative Projects for Sustainability

· One winning team and one honorable mention

3. Other Collaborative Projects
·  One winning team and one honorable mention

Competition rules:

1. Competition is open to groups of students (minimum two) who have written collaborative projects in the 107 series of professional writing courses.

2. Instructors of the courses submit the best projects of each quarter to the competition.

3. Instructors will explain the competition criteria in their classes.

4. A panel of professional writing instructors will select the winners and honorable mentions in each category.

5. The winners and honorable mentions will receive cash prizes and certificates in a ceremony in early June. All candidates are welcome to attend the ceremony, yet need not be present to claim a prize.
